Combating illegal trapping and killing of birds has top priority for the SBA Administration. Efforts concentrate
on anti-poaching campaigns (field action to arrest poachers and to confiscate trapping paraphernalia) and on
educating people who live in the SBAs as well as children who visit our Environmental Centre at Akrotiri. We
work closely with the Republic of Cyprus Game Fund, Birdlife Cyprus and other national and international
NGOs.

The illegal shooting of protected species at the Western SBA has decreased considerably following intensive
anti-poaching campaigns, many of which were undertaken in cooperation with the ROC Game Fund.

At the Eastern SBA where there is a recognised problem of trapping wild birds with the use of mistnets and
limesticks the number of arrests has increased in the last year by 60%. Also a number of large scale operations
resulted in the removal of all trapping paraphernalia from some of the poaching hotspots.

The extent of the financial gain made by poachers who sell the birds, a large proportion of the population is not
sensitive to the trapping of birds and still consider it as a "traditional activity", great demand for the birds
