Poisoning

* Poisoning (uncontrolled use of pesticides)
* Poisoning (lead intoxication - ammunition)
* Poisoning (veterinary drugs)

Collision and Electrocution

* Collisions with wind turbines
* Collision with power lines
* Electrocution on power poles

Food availability [ limitation

* Decline of extensive livestock farming
* Decline of wild ungulates
« Stricter sanitary and veterinary regulations
