ASHGABAT COMMUNIQUE ON TRANSBOUNDARY COOPERATION.

Considering existing obligations in the frameworks of the Convention on the Conservation of
Migratory Species of Wild Animals (CMS), the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) and
Kunming-Montreal Global Biodiversity Framework, Decision of the Ministerial Council of the
Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE) “Strengthening cooperation to
address the challenges caused by Climate Change”, the regional programme for nature
protection and sustainable development of Central Asia of the Interstate Commission for
Sustainable Development of Central Asian States,

Noting the high importance of international cooperation in resolving issues related to the
conservation of migratory species and beyond,

Recalling UN General Assembly Resolution 75/271 “Nature knows no borders: transboundary
cooperation a key factor for biodiversity conservation, restoration and sustainable use”,

Recognizing the need to implement the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and its
seventeen Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), and the urgent need to take decisive
action within the Decade of Action to achieve the SDGs,

Building on the commitments of the leaders of the Central Asian States to increase stability,
economic prosperity and the health of the region’s ecosystems contained in the New York
Declaration of 2023 (C5+1 Leaders’ Joint Statement) and other high-level commitments of
Central Asian States to sustainable development,

We, Participants of the Regional Workshop on Conservation of Migratory Species in Central
Asia: effects on transboundary cooperation in protected areas, held in Ashgabat on 21-22
November 2023, including representatives of agencies responsible for nature protection and
border security of Governments of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and
Uzbekistan (‘the five Central Asian States), experts, supported by the Secretariats of CMS and
OSCE, as well as the Deutsche Gesellschaft fur Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ)/
Regional Programme “Integrative and Climate-sensitive Land Use in Central Asia”, deem
necessary and intend, subject to availability of resources:

To continue the conservation of natural ecosystems and migratory species by strengthening
transboundary and inter-agency cooperation and coordination and to integrate the following
recommendations in our existing and future activities and consider using relevant international
fora and opportunities to integrate the following recommendations into international and
national law and projects.

Recommendations.

To the five Central Asian States:



1. Regularly and consistently involve border authorities in the transboundary
conservation of natural ecosystems and migratory species, by creating mechanisms
of regular inter-agency cooperation and regular informing of these agencies of
transboundary conservation of natural ecosystems and migratory species at the
national level;

2. Using existing capacity-building programmers for border guards, create and
disseminate training materials in national languages and train border guards on wildlife
conservation issues including the roles and responsibilities of the border guards
concerning wildlife conservation, where possible carrying out these activities in
cooperation with national and international organizations and development partners;

3. In cooperation with national, regional, and international organizations and
development partners, organize study tours of border and environmental authorities to
other states, where sustainable solutions have been implemented to reduce the impact
of obstacles to the migration of wild animals;

4. Include in National Biodiversity Strategies and Action Plans the implementation of
activities on transboundary cooperation in the field of conservation of migratory wildlife
species;

5. Support and promote regional concepts for the transboundary conservation of
biodiversity in general, ecosystems and wildlife habitats at relevant thematic
international fora through joint practical efforts of the five Central Asian States, based
on existing legal frameworks and guidelines (such as CMS Resolution 11.24 (Rev.
COP13) Central Asian Mammals Initiative and the Mapping Transboundary Hotspots
for Central Asian Mammals study) and others.

To the Secretariats of CMS, CBD and OSCE, other international and national organizations
(subject to the availability of external resources), development partners, including GIZ and
donors, as well as, where possible, international, and national NGOs:

6. Actively support the cooperation between nature protection agencies and border
authorities of the five Central Asian States to strengthen efforts in researching
migration routes and to conserve migratory species and their ecosystems within the
framework of existing transboundary initiatives including implementation of the
activities outlined in this communique.

To the national delegations of the five Central Asian States at the Conference of the Parties to
CMS:

7. Having consulted with border security agencies and other agencies responsible for
infrastructure planning, consider using the opportunity to support or amend draft
Decisions and Resolutions (such as. Doc.30.3.1 |Infrastructure and Impact
Assessment) and existing Resolutions, (such as 11.24 (Rev. COP13) Central Asian
Mammals Initiative or 7.2 (Rev. COP12) Impact Assessment and Migratory Species)
at CMS COP14, taking place in February 2024 in Samarkand, Uzbekistan, to, inter
alia, strengthen existing bi- and multilateral agreements, which are related to
transboundary cooperation on the conservation of migration routes and habitats of
migratory species and to reflect this communique in relevant international instruments.
