The
45th meeting of the Standing Committee recommended the use of the same format for reports submitted to COP12,
with necessary adjustments to take into account relevant COP11 decisions, in particular amendments to the
Appendices and resolutions.

COP Resolution 9.4 adopted at Rome called upon the Secretariats and Parties of CMS Agreements to collaborate in the
implementation and harmonization of online reporting implementation. The CMS Family Online Reporting System (ORS)
has been successfully implemented and used by AEWA in their last Meeting of the Parties (MOP 5, 2012) reporting
cycle. CMS now offers the ConventionOs Parties to use the ORS for submitting their national reports for the COP11
(2014) reporting cycle.

Y Ministry of Enivironment is generally responsible for the implementation of CMS, as well as for supervision
over the General Directorate of Environmental Protection and management of national parks.

General Directorate for Environmental Protection is responsible for the implementation of Natura 2000
network in Poland as well as for elaboration of action plans for endangered species' includning migratory
species'. Regional Directorates for Environmental Protection are responsible for creation and maintaining
supervision over nature reserves and Natura 2000 sites, as well as for eeaboration and implementation of
management plans for these protected areas. Natura 2000 sites which are situated within the borders of
national parks are supervised by directors of relevant National Parks and the marine Natura 2000 sites are
supervised by heads of the relevant Maritime Offices. Regional Directors for Environmental Protection are alo
responsible for cereation and cancellation of protection zones around nesting sites of rare bird species'.
Chief Inspectorate of Environmental Protection is leading institution in coordination of monitoring of selected
migratory animal groups, including birds and bats

State Forests Administration is responsible for management of State Forests (ca. 80% of all Polish forests) as
well as for implementation of relevant protection tasks for Natura 2000 sites and nature reserves situated
within the borders of State Forests, according to their mangement plans.

Przedsi(biorstwo Produkcji Materia'éw Drogowych w Rzeszowie Sp. z 0.0. (road construction materials
producer) is currently co-financing a LIFE+ project "Protection of the Lesser Horseshoe bat and other bat
species in southern Poland" launched in July 2013 (will last till June 2018) and conducted by Polish Friends of
Nature Society "pro Natura".

In 2000 the programme of bird monitoring in Poland commissioned by the Chief Inspectorate ofEnvironmental
Protection (GIO!) and co-ordinated by Polish Society for the Protection of Birds (OTOP) was launched.
Presently (as of April 2017) this programme consists of 11 subprogrammes. These include:

¥ Montoring of Common Nesting Birds (110 species)

¥ Monitoring of Flag Bird Species (12 species)

¥ Monitoring of Wetland Species (30 species)

¥ Monitoring of Birds of Prey (12 species)

¥ Monitoring of Forest Owls (6 species)

¥ Monitoring of breeding Marine birds (3 species)

¥ Monitoring of Wintering Waterbirds (14 species)

¥ Monitoring of Wintering Seabirds (8 species)

¥ Monitoring of Roosts of Geese (2 species)

¥ Monitoring of Roosts of Crane

¥ Monitoring of Rare Woodpecker Species (2 species)

¥ Monitoring of Rare Bird Species (11 species)

Under the Programme of the State Monitoring of Environment launched on the commission of the Chief
Inspectorate for Environmental Protection and co-ordinated by the Institute of Nature Conservation 6 bat
species were monitored:

Lesser horseshoe bat (Rhinolophus hipposideros)

GeoffroyOs bat (Myotis emarginatus)

Barbastelle (Barbastella barbastellus)

Bechstein's bat (Myotis bechsteinii)

Pond bat (Myotis dasycneme)

Greater mouse-eared bat (Myotis myotis)

In the year 2015 Chief Inspectorate for Environmental Protection published part IV of manual guide book on
monitoring of animal species, as well as new release of manual guide book on monitoring of breeding birds
In 2014 and 2015 the 'Monitoring of Incidental Catch of Cetaceans' programme was continued. In 2014 the
programme was co-ordinated by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development and in 2015 by the
Ministry of Marine Economy and Inland Navigation.

There is also regular monitoring of avifauna carried out on Important Bird Areas (IBA) in Poland, co-ordinated
by the Polish Society for the Protection of Birds (OTOP)

Permanent co-operation of the Ministry of Environment and the Ministry of Marine Economy and Inland
Navigation.is sustained in order to fulfil ASCOBANS and HELCOM commitments.

Y Completing creation of the Natura 2000 network in Poland, under which important migratory birds' habitats
are protected.

Establishment of the legal obligation to perform procedures of environmental impact assessment before
construction of wind turbine farms and other ivestment which colud possibly affect migratory birds.

2b. Please report on the progress / success of the actions taken.
Y The majority of habitats important for migratory birds, including CMS Appendix | species habitats is now
under legal protection as Natura 2000 sites.

3. What are the major pressures to Appendix | bird species (transcending mere obstacles to migration)?
$ Other

Y The large population of the American Mink (Neovison vison) which is in Poland an alien invasive species,
poses a threat to many water bird species including Aythya nyroca. Wind turbine farms have negative effect
on migratory bird populations, especially birds of prey. Other important pressures are habitat destruction or
fragmentation due to land management changes, agriculture intensification, urbanisation and communication
lines development as well as overdrying of wetland habitats.

3a. What actions have been taken to prevent, reduce or control factors that are endangering or are likely to
further endanger bird species beyond actions to prevent disruption to migrating behaviour?

Y Creation of Natura 2000 network in Poland. Elaboration and implementation of management plans for Natura

2000 sites. Elaboration, approval (in 2015) and implementation of national Action Plan for the Greater

Spottetd Eagle, Implementation of programmes and projects for mitigation of climate change effects on

migratory bidrds and their habitats. Introducing regulations which limitate wind turbine farms development.

3b. Please report on the progress / success of the actions taken.

Y All nesting sites of Aquila clanga and the majority of nesting sites of Haliaeetus albicilla, Aythya nyroca,
Coracias garrulus and Acrocephalus paludicola in Poland are now protected as Natura 2000 sites. There is als
a legal obligation to create protection zones around nesting sites of Aquila clanga, Haliaeetus albicilla and
Coracias garrulus.

3c. Describe any factors that may limit action being taken in this regard:

Y Efforts to include the American Mink (Neovison vison) into the national list of alien species harmful to native
species and natural habitats are still unsuccessful. The lobby of American Mink breeders is opposing it. There
is a pressure to construct more and more wind turbine farms as a source of green energy and a source of
profits for local communities.

Y Acipenser sturio is considered as extinct in Poland since 1960s. Poland together with the other countries of
the Baltic Sea region is engaged in programme of restitution of the Baltic sturgeon Acipenser oxyrinchus
oxyrinchus which currently is considered as the only Acipenser species native for Polish marine waters and it
is a subject of strict legal control. Action on restitution of sturgeon population in Polish waters coordinated by
Freshwater Fishery Institute in Olsztyn started in 1996 and and it is partialy financed by EU funds. There are
several sturegon breeding centers in Poland. The fry of sturgeon were released to Drawa, Gwda, Warta and
Barycz rivers belonging to the Odra River Basin and to Drw(ca River belonging to the Vistula River Basin.
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Older individuals of the Baltic sturgeon are also released to the Baltic Sea in the Pomorska Bay.

All migratory species listed in CMS Appendix | and and almost all species listed in CMS Appendix Il occuring in
Poland are under the strict national legal protection.

For now Poland has a reasonable system of nature protected areas, including complete network of Natura
2000 sites. The majority of habitats important for migratory animals, and especially for migratory birds, is now
under the legal protection within protected areas. Elaboration and implementation of management plans for
Natura 2000 sites in Poland is well advanced.

In 2015 a national Programme (Action Plan) for protection of the Greater Spotted Eagle (Aquila clanga) was

approved by the General Directorate for Environmental Protection (GDO!)

In the frame of a LIFE+ project: "Greater Spotted Eagle D a bird like no other!" which was completed by the
end of 2014 part of Greater Spoted 14 Eagles from Polish population were ringed with GPS tags which help to
record the species range, movements, migratory routes and wintering places.

In 2015 Eagles Protection Committee (KOO) has completed the project ‘Telemetric iresaearch of the Lesser
Spotted Eagle Aquila pomarina’' in Warmia and Mazury region. In the frame of the project GPS 3 individuals ot
this species were ringed with GPS tags. Earlier similar research KOO lead on 4 individuals of Lesser Spotted
Eagle in the Biebrza River valley and on 9 individuals of the White-tailed Eagle in Podlasie and Kujawy-
Pomorze regions.

In 2017 r. KOO together with Polsih Society of the Protection of Birds (PTOP) launched a project 'Monitoring,
telemetric research and protection of zone birds within 4 Natura 2000 sites' in North-Eastern Poland. The
project will be completed in 2018. In the frame of the project a subject of telemetric research will be 5 species
of birds: White-tailed Eagle Haliaeetus albicilla, Lesser Spotted Eagle Aqulia pomarina,Black Kite Milvus
milgrans, Red Kite Milvus milvus and Black Storch Ciconia nigra.

Strategic and Institutional Matters

Strategic Plan for Migratory Species 2015-2023 (Res. 11.2)

Y According to Targets 2 and 13 of the Strategic Plan for Migratory Species (SPMS) needs for protection of
migratory species and their habitats have been integrated into national Programme of protection and
sustainable use of biological diversity and Action plan for 2015-2020, adopted in 2015.

According to Targets 5, 6, 7 and 9 of SPMS currently in Poland Management Plans for Natura 2000 sites are
elaborated and implemented. These plans integrate the needs for conservation of migratory species wchich
are subjects of protection within relevant Natura 2000 sites.

Acording to Target 8 of SPMS at present all the migratory species from Appendix | of CMS and almost all
species from Appedix Il of CMS occuring in Poland are covered by strict national legal protection. .

World Migratory Bird Day (Res. 11.9)

Y World Migratory Bird Day is celebrated in Poland as European Days of Birds. This is an annual event, co-
ordinated by Polish Society for the Protection of Birds (OTOP), and organized during the first weekend of
October. The celebration include costless excursions lead by OTOP guides for volunteers who observe and
record the passig birds. The results of recordings are passed then to the OTOP headquarters and to the
European co-ordinators. The event include also lectures, presentations, slide shows, exhibitions, contests,
races, etc.

Outreach and Communication Issues (Res. 11.8)

Hel Marine Station has organized international campaigns of the International Day of the Baltic Harbour
Porpoise in 2014, 2015 and 2016.

On 28 March 2015 the final of the OEarth HourO organized by WWF Poland took place. This year the motto of
the action was OPorpoise HourO. The objective of the action was, among others, to express the support for the
porpoise protection programme.

In 2014, 2015 and 2016 Hel Marine Station issued a calendars dedicated to marine ecology. The calendar for
the year 2016 includes information about all fin whales which have been found and observed at Polish coasts.

Synergies and Partnerships / Cooperation with other Conventions (Res. 11.10)

Y Close co-operation between the Polish national focal points of the CMS, CBD, CITES and Ramsar conventions
exists. Biodiversity issues related to migratory species were integrated both into new national Programme for
protection and sustainable use of biodiversity with the Action plan 2015-2020 as well as into the Polish

national Strategy for Adaptation to Climate Change (NAS 2020) adopted in 2013.

Avian Species and Issues

Saker Falcon (Res. 11.18)

Y Poland is a range state of the Saker Falcon in Poland, but for the last time breeding of the species was
recodred in 1998. Since then only occasionaly the passing individuals were observed. The Saker Falcon is
under the strict legal protection and any recordings of this species on the territory of Poland are reported to
the Faunistic Commission of the Polish Zoological Society (www.komisjafaunistyczna.pl).

Aquatic Species and Issues

Migratory Marine Species (Res. 9.9 / Res. 10.15)

Y The only migratory marine species occurring in Polish marine waters and covered by the CMS Global
Programme of work for Cetaceans is the Harbour Porpoise (Phocoena phocoena). All main refuges of this
species within Polish marine waters are at present protected as marine Natura 2000 sites. In 2008-2011, the
project OActive Protection of Harbour Porpoises against BycatchO was carried out in the Puck Bay by the Hel
Marine Station of the Institute of Oceanography of the University of Gda#sk. In the frame of the project
between Gdynia and Hel harbours, a linear barrier was constructed equipped with pingers to stop the
porpoises from entering the area with high density of bottom gillnets and an anchored surface gilinet (GNS).

In November 2015, the national OProgramme for protection of the Baltic Harbour PorpoiseO was adopted. The
programme includes information on the species, its legal status, recognized risks, socioeconomic conditions of
the porpoise protection, as well as objectives and proposed protective actions.
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Adverse Anthropogenic Impacts on Cetaceans and other Biota (Res. 9.19 / Res. 10.24)

Y The Institute of Oceanography (including the Sea Station) of the of the University of Gdansk carries out the
Polish part of the BIAS: &Baltic Sea Information on Acoustic SoundscapeO programme. The main purpose of the
project is to implement the 11th descriptor of the GES from Annex 1 to the Marine Strategy Framework
Directive at the Baltic Sea region level. The intended timeframe for the project is between September 2012
and August 2016. Five sets of measuring equipment, aimed at recording underwater noise caused by the
ships in the Polish part of Baltic Sea, as well as the assessment of the impact of the noise on living organisms,
in particular fish (the project s also carried out by The Foundation for the Development of the University of
Gdansk), have been situated at the bottom of the sea.

In 2015, pilot monitoring of underwater noise as regards underwater continuous sounds and underwater
impulse sounds was carried out, within the scope of the State Environment Monitoring Program. The
underwater noise monitoring is run by the Maritime Branch of the Institute of Meteorology and Water
Management in Gdynia on behalf of the Chief Inspectorate of Environmental Protection. The monitoring is
financed from the NFO!IGW (National Fund for Environmental Protection and Water Management) funds, it
includes Polish marine areas, where 5 hydrophones have been installed. The research will address the noise
which is perceived by fish and marine mammals. The monitoring is in accordance with the Marine Strategy
Framework Directive and it fills the data gap for the descriptor 11. In 2015 test have been carried out in the
see in order to determine factors, such as the correct location of measuring equipment, correct setting of the
measurement parameters, trying out the technological solution of the anchor system and its performance in
various marine conditions. The pilot underwater noise monitoring will be a valuable contribution to the
development of research methodology for both EC and HELCOM groups.

Cross-cutting Issues

Marine Debris (Res. 10.4 / Res. 11.30)

Y In 2014 marine water monitoring Programme, which included waste monitoring, was prepared. Pilot
monitoring of waste in the marine environment has been carried out since 2015. Monitoring of waste on the
beach is conducted by the WWF Blue Patrol on behalf of the Institute of Meteorology and Water Management.
This study is performed once a quarter. 3 actions of waste counting on the beach have been carried out in
2015. In November 2015, during a cruise in Polish exclusive economic zone, as part of seawater monitoring,
observations of waste occurrence have been conducted in 4 measuring stations and 2 transects. During the
MIR-PIB cruise carried out in November 2015 within the WPZDR (multiannual fishery data collection
programme) waste trawled from the seabed along 6 transects have been identified.

Between June and October 2015 WWF Poland continued its actions within the ORemoval of ghost nets from the
Baltic SeaO project. As part of these actions 268 tonnes of ghost net have been removed from the sea. In
addition to the measures taken on the sea, numerous initiatives aimed at formal inclusion of the issue in the
HELCOM regional action plan have been taken. Preliminary tests including testing the usability of radio
technology in marking fishing nets with RFID markers have been carried out. The project was supported by
exhibitions, press and internet publications, as well as the issue of 2 episodes of a film about ghost nets.
Screening of the film took place on 20 September 2015 in regional TV station and reached the audience of
approximately 100 thousand people.

Bycatch (incl. Recommendation) (Res. 6.2/ Rec. 7.2 / Res. 8.14 / Res. 9.18 / Res. 10.14)

Y In 2014 and 2015 Marine Fishery Institute (IR-PIB) once again carried out the Monitoring Programme for
Incidental Catches of Cetaceans (PMPPW) based on the obligations under the Regulation (EC) 812/2004.
The OFishery and SeaO Operational Programme for the years 2014-2020 includes proposals regarding testing
and implementing alternative fishing gear aimed at the reduction of bycatch and removal of nets lost in the
Baltic Sea. Realisation of the RYBY Operational Programme is intended to contribute to the accomplishment of
the objective of decreasing the impact of fishery on the marine environment, including prevention and
reduction of unwanted catches to the greatest possible extent.

The WWF Poland Foundation carried out the OBaltic Smart Gear. Development and testing of bycatch
minimizing fishing gear TechnologiesO project in cooperation with WWF Germany and WWF Denmark. The
objective of the project was to gain information about potential technological solutions aimed at limiting the
bycatch of seabirds and sea mammals in the gillnets, while the effectiveness of the net is maintained at the
current level. The project also included a list of potential sources of financing for the future actions related to
the development of new solutions and testing alternative fishing gear. The Smart Gear project was financed
by funds from the Seed Money Facility, within the EU Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region.

In 2015 194 Polish entities fishing for cod using trawl and hook gear received MSC certificates. 4 producer
groups led by the Kolobrzeg Group of Fish Producers supported by the Marine Research Institute participated
in the certification process. Entities fishing with gillnets, which are most controversial in the context of
porpoise bycatch, did not receive the certificate, although the sole receipt of the certificate should be
regarded as a major step in the right direction.

In national OProgramme for protection of the Baltic Harbour PorpoiseO adopted in 2015 the by-catch problem
of this species was addressed including main threats and methods of its mitigation.

Ecological Networks (Res. 10.3 / Res. 11.25)
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Y Establishment of the Natura 2000 network in Poland is completed. The network consists of 849 Habitat
Natura 2000 sites and 145 Bird Natura 2000 sites and it cover most of the areas important for migratory
species, including marine areas. Currently the process of elaboration and implementation of management
plans for Natura 2000 sites is continued. On Polish marine waters 9 HELCOM BSPA protected areas were
established which are fully overlaping withe the marine Natura 2000 sites.

Climate Change Impacts on Migratory Species (Res. 7.5/ Res. 11.26)

Y The national Strategy for Adaptation to Climate Change (NAS 2020) elaborated by the Ministry of
Environment and adopted in 2013 include guidelines for mitigation of climate change impact on migratory
species.

Impact Assessment and Migratory Species (Res. 7.2)

Y There is a legal obligation to introduce an ecological impact assessment procedures for all infrastructural
investment in Poland (roads, railways, power lines, brigdes, buildings, damms, wind farms etc.) including
those which could possibly affect migratory species.

Renewable Energy and Migratory Species (Res. 7.5/ Res. 11.27)
Y A law on inwestments in wind farminig, adopted in 2016 seriuosly limited places available for location of
wind farms in Poland which is reducing threats for migratory birds and bats.
