Collate and organise existing data on threats to marine turtle populations 
	AUS: Threats identified during development of the Draft Turtle Recovery Plan include: incidental catch in fisheries, predation by native and introduced animals, coastal development, decline in water quality, marine debris, loss of habitat, traditional harvesting, and impacts from shark control programmes (beach netting and drum lines). Other threats identified, but yet to be included in the draft Recovery Plan, include mortality in neighbouring States and boat strikes.

[IDN]: Data on threats have been compiled specifically in marine protected areas such as Keulauan Sinbu National Park, Alas Punoo, Theru Betiri NP, Panguinbahau, Cikepuh, Seqamat, Derawau and Irian Jaya.

	AUS: Use of Turtle Excluder Devices (TEDs) is mandatory in Northern Prawn, Torres Prawn and East Coast Trawl Fisheries.  Port workshops to educate fishers on the benefits of TEDs and how they work.  Seasonal and permanent closures over seagrass beds in Northern Prawn Fishery.
