ETF Small Grant Fund Overview

The CMS ETF is a global and multidisciplinary network working towards reconciling renewable energy
development with the conservation of migratory species.

The CMS ETF was established in 2015 in accordance with Resolution 11.27 (Rev.COP13)
Renewable Energy and Migratory Species to support the implementation of these resolutions and the
use of relevant guidelines. The CMS ETF provides a forum for developing and disseminating best
practice policy and technical guidance, and engagement of relevant stakeholders, including
governments, investors, scientists, the private sector civil society, and multilateral actors.

The CMS Energy Task Force works to:

e promote and develop guidance and tools for the sustainable deployment or retrofitting
of renewable energy technologies and powerlines,
promote global coordination by disseminating best practices,
provide a forum where governments, international finance institutions, industry and civil
society cooperate to find common solutions,

e address knowledge gaps through research.

The CMS ETF is extremely grateful to the voluntary contributions of the government of France,
through the Ministére de la Transition écologique et solidaire and L'Office frangais de la biodiversité
(OFB) France; Government of the Federal Republic of Germany, through the Federal Ministry for the
Environment, Nature Conservation, Nuclear Safety and Consumer Protection (BMUV); and the
Government of India, through the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change who was
recognised as Champion Plus for their generous support and commitment towards making energy
safe for wildlife for the period 2020-2023.

The Fund will catalyse the
development and implementation of concerted or cooperative actions that should clearly contribute to
implementing the objectives of the CMS ETF and its workplan. It aims to provide seed money to
initiate long-term projects with a multiplying impact well beyond the funding period.

Following a call for proposals, prospective applicants are expected to formulate and submit a
concise project proposal to the CMS ETF Coordinator, using the provided application
template (Annex 1).

Subsequently, the CMS ETF Coordinator will systematically assess and pre-screen the
received project proposals in alignment with the grant criteria as stipulated by the CMS ETF
and endorse up to three proposals.

The selected proposals will undergo a comprehensive evaluation process, during which they
may be either accepted, declined, or subject to specific amendments before resubmitting for
further assessment.

Upon successful approval, the selected proposals will be integrated into the Small Grant Fund
programme.

Regarding the grant disbursement of the ETF Small Grant Fund

The grants will be paid in two instalments: an up-front payment to initiate the project; and the
final payment on receipt of a satisfactory project completion and final report.

If the grant-receiving body is a government agency, then special procedures for due diligence
will be followed and a partnership agreement will be established.

After the project has commenced, a progress report (Annex 2) must be submitted halfway
through the project and after the project has ended, a final report (Annex 3) must be submitted.
