Range States covered by the Vulture MsAP

An initial assessment suggests that 124 Range States host populations of one or more of the
above species and therefore should be included within the geographic range of the Vulture
MsAP, as follows:

Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, China (Democratic People’s
Republic of), Korea, India, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Lao (People’s Democratic Republic),
Malaysia, Mongolia, Myanmar, Nepal, Pakistan, Republic of Korea, Singapore, Thailand, and
Viet Nam.

Europe (including Central Asia) (57):
