COP Resolution 9.4 called upon the Secretariats and Parties of CMS Agreements to collaborate in the implementation and
harmonization of online reporting implementation. The CMS Family Online Reporting System (ORS) has been successfully
implemented and used by CMS, AEWA, IOSEA and Sharks MOU in collaboration with UNEP-WCMC.

Decision 13.14 requested the Secretariat to develop a proposal to be submitted for the approval of the 52nd meeting of the Standing
Committee (StC52) for a revision of the format for the national reports to be submitted to the 14th meeting of the Conference of the
Parties and subsequently. The new format was adopted by StC52 in October 2021 and made available as on offline version
downloadable from the CMS website also in October 2021. The format aims inter alia at collecting data and information relevant to
eight indicators adopted by COP12 for the purpose of assessing implementation of the Strategic Plan for Migratory Species 2015-2023.

This online version of the format strictly follows the one adopted by StC52. In addition, as requested by StC52, it incorporates pre-
filled information, notably in Sections Il and Ill, based on data available at the Secretariat. This includes customized species lists by
Party. Please note that the lists include taxa at the species level originating from the disaggregation of taxa listed on Appendix Il at a
level higher than species. Please review the information and update or amend it, when necessary.

The Secretariat was also requested to develop and produce several guidance documents to accompany any revised National
Report Format. Please note that guidance has been provided for a number of questions throughout the national report as both in-
text guidance and as tool tips (displayed via the information ‘i’ icon). As requested by different COP13 Decisions, additional
guidance is also provided in separate documents on how to report on the implementation of actions to address the impact of climate
change and infrastructure development on migratory species, actions to address connectivity in the conservation of migratory
species, and actions concerning flyways.
