TERMS OF PARTICIPATION
1. Registration of participation 
1.1. These terms define the basic rules for the participation of legal entities at the exhibition and constitute an integral part of the Application.
1.2. An Exhibitor is a legal entity, which has filled out an application for participation at the exhibition and paid the required amount for the services ordered. The completed and signed Application shall be sent by the Exhibitor by fax or e-mail with subsequent provision of the original copy to the Organizer. 
1.3. A facsimile copy of the Application shall be valid until it is replaced by the original copy.

1.4. The Parties undertake to transfer the original copy of the Application to each other within one (1) month before the Exhibition. The Application shall be signed by the Parties in two copies having equal legal force, one for each of the Parties.

1.5. The terms of participation at the exhibition, not regulated by the Application, are set out in the Contract for participation at the exhibition, which shall become binding on the Exhibitor from the moment of signing the Application-contract.
1.6. The application shall be accepted by the Organizer no later than one (1) month before the start of the exhibition. Applications submitted at later dates are subject to space availability, as well as 100% prepayment within five (5) banking days.
2. Cost of participation and payment procedure
2.1. Scope of Work for exhibition stalls includes the following:
– Type B (10 - 20 sq.m) equipped exhibition area (standard):

Concept design of stall/Exhibition (3D presentation)/Platform 100mm with aluminum channels, Reception/Good quality of plywood, MDF, wood wall and carpet flooring/Ink jet or eco solvent printing- pasted panel with lamination/Flowerpots with flower decoration, visitor’s book/LED, white light, yellow light, spotlight, display light etc./LED TV-1 Nos, 42inches/Lounge sofa-2seater- 1 Nos , chairs-2nos, table-1nos, brochure rack-1nos and Dustbin-1nos Center Table-1nos The minimum size of the exhibition booth is 10 m².

– Stall made of Octo norm Panels (Shell Scheme)
Table- 1 No., Chair - 2 Nos., Spotlight - 3 Nos.,15amp Socket - 1 No., Fascia Name, Dustbin - 1 No. and Needle Punch Synthetic Carpet. The minimum size of the exhibition booth is 10 m².

2.2. Additional exhibition equipment and services may be provided at additional charge.

2.3. The participation fee shall be made by the Exhibitor through non-cash payments under the Contract for participation at the exhibition signed by the parties. The Organizer is entitled to refrain from providing the relevant services to the Exhibitor under the Application until full payment is received.
3. Assembling a booth
3.1. Assembling works shall commence t days before opening of the exhibition and continue from 09.00 hours 
to 21.00 hours.
3.2. The exhibition hall can be rented after 21.00 hours on assembling/dismantling days and after 22.00 hours on the arrival day at extra charge. Request extra rental conditions from the Organizer's sales department.
3.3. The Application shall specify the type of space and additional equipment needed. The space ordered by the Exhibitor may be equipped (a standard configuration booth and a fascia panel with an inscription on the open side of the booth), or unequipped (on a condition that the Exhibitor shall assemble the booth individually by placing an additional technical order with the Organizers or subcontracting to the third party — an assembling company).
3.4. Subject to an individual booth assembling, the assembling company shall be accredited with the Organizer's sales department.
3.5. Subject to subcontracting booth assembling to third parties, or assembling the booth individually, the design and parameters of the booth shall be agreed with the Organizers.
3.6. The Assembling company shall provide full details of the booth to be assembled (booth plans, electrical wiring plans, fixing plans to trusses, if any) to the Organizer’s duly authorized representatives.
3.7. The Organizer reserves the right to deny assembling of a booth that may block the nearest booth or the general view.
3.8. All technical personnel working on the territory of the exhibition complex on assembling and arrival days shall be familiarized with the "Safety Requirements for Assembling Companies and Exhibitors".

3.9. If an Exhibitor needs a forklift, truck crane or other loading equipment for unloading and transporting the exhibition items to the booth on the territory of the EXPOCENTER, then these services shall be coordinated with the Organizer's sales department in advance. Otherwise, the Organizer reserves the right to deny access to the Exhibitor's loading equipment to the territory of the exhibition complex.

 

4. Work of the exhibition and security 
4.1. The Exhibitors arrive on the day of assembling, i.e. one day before the opening of the exhibition. Registration is open at the Organizers’ booth from 10.00 hours to 18.00 hours. Companies arriving on the opening day of the exhibition must notify the Organizers in advance and register before the official opening of the exhibition.
4.2. The Exhibitors may access the pavilion during exhibition days from 09.00 hours to 18.00 hours. Visitors’ hours are from 09.30 hours to 18.00 hours. The exhibition has a mandatory registration system. The Exhibitors and visitors are provided with badges with an individual barcode and are required to present them at the entrance to the exhibition pavilion.

4.3. Vehicles entering the exhibition complex territory during exhibition days are subject to passes, with each company being provided with one pass upon arrival. Should there be a need for additional passes, they may be ordered from the Organizers at additional charge.
4.4. Security protocols shall be in place at the exhibition pavilion on arrival day starting from 21.00 hours. Until then, the security guards are not responsible for valuables left at the booths. During exhibition days, security is provided at nighttime from 18.00 hours to 09.00 hours. During visiting hours from 09.00 hours to 18.00 hours public order shall be maintained by law enforcement. While in the pavilion, the Exhibitors are solely responsible for the safety of their personal belongings at the booths. The Organizer shall not be responsible for any loss of valuables between 09.00 hours and 18.00 hours.
 

5. Opting Out
5.1. Provided that the Exhibitor decides not to participate at exhibition after signing the Application, the Exhibitor undertakes to notify the Organizer of this in writing, and the opt out date shall be the date of receipt of the notice, at no later than 1 (one) month prior to the exhibition.
5.2. The Exhibitor has the right to refuse participation at the exhibition unilaterally, subject to payment of a penalty to the Organizer in the amount provided for in the Contract for participation at the exhibition.
5.3. The Exhibitor undertakes to compensate the Organizer for any damage or loss of property caused by wrongdoing (intentional or negligent) of the Exhibitor's employees and/or third parties during the period of services, (including the cost of repairs or full cost of the property).
5.4. If the services are not provided to the Exhibitor due to the Organizer’s fault, the Organizer undertakes to refund the Exhibitor its money.
6. Additional terms

7.1. The Organizer shall not be liable for any change in dates of the exhibition or its cancellation due to circumstances beyond the Organizer’s reasonable control.
7.2. The services shall be deemed rendered by the Organizer in full accordance with the Application and the Contract and accepted by the Exhibitor without complaint if the Exhibitor does not file a written claim with the Organizer regarding the same on the last day of the exhibition.
7.3. Neither Party shall be liable to the other Party for any delay or failure to fulfill obligations due to force majeure circumstances that arose against the will of the Parties and which could not be reasonable be foreseen or avoided. In such event, the Party will give notice in writing to the other Party no later than 15 days from the date of the occurrence of such cause. 

7.4. In case of any dispute on matters set forth in the Application and the Contract or in connection with their execution, the Parties shall take all measures to resolve them through negotiations. Should this be impossible, the dispute shall be referred to the Tashkent city Inter-district Economic Court.
7.5. All annexes, additions and amendments to the Application and the Contract are legally binding and constitute an integral part of the same, provided that they are drawn up in writing and signed by both Parties.
